
TIMBERLINE LODGE CLIMB - Mt. Hood Region
7 Miles One Way

Ride Summary
This is a challenging, thigh-burning ride that takes cyclists to the 6,000 foot level on Mt. Hood 
and Timberline Lodge, a National Historic Landmark built in the 1930s. Avoid Hwy 26 by taking 
Government Camp Loop Road from Mt. Hood Skibowl. After a quick spin through the alpine village 
of Government Camp, travel east on Hwy 26 for approximately 1Ú4 mile to West Leg Road. Now the 
fun begins: the low trafÞ c West Leg Road is six miles of switch backs and an average grade of 6-10%. 
(Note: There are no services between Government Camp and Timberline Lodge). 
Start/End Point: Mt. Hood Skibowl, 87000 E. Hwy 26, Government Camp. Elevation Gain: 2,200 feet.
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Points of Interest/Services:
1. Laurel Hill: 

Barlow Road pioneers lowered their wagons by rope down the treacherous steep 
slope. Between mileposts 50 and 51, on Hwy 26.

2. Mt. Hood Skibowl Winter Resort & Summer Action Park:
