The 25 mile intermediate
loop includes urban and rural cycling; flat and hilly topography and a ride
across the Willamette River on the Historic Canby Ferry, one of only three
operating ferries in Oregon. The ferry is free for bikers and operates seven days
a week from 6:45am to 9:15pm. For the latest ferry information call the Canby
Ferry Hotline: 503-650-3030. After the ferry crossing, riders

will face a challenging climb up Pete's Mountain before a Petes Mountain
descent back to the Willamette River. Finish by riding through 839
historic Oregon City and a final climb back to Red Soils. +
