Ride Summary
The Willamette Valley, Oregon’s agricultural 
heartland, is home to nurseries, Christmas tree 
farms, seasonal produce stands, wineries and 
also outstanding views of Mt. Hood. Enjoy 
this unique landscape on quiet country roads 
south of the City of Canby. This intermediate 
route features some rolling hills but no long 
climbs. (Note: Several excellent east-west roads 
connecting Dryland Road to Needy Road allow riders 
the opportunity to shorten the route). 
Start/End Point: Clackamas County 
Fairgrounds; 694 NE 4th Ave, Canby. 
Elevation Gain: 1,132 feet.
